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PLAN/PROCEDURE

The superintendent shall report to the school board a minimum of twice a year, the results of the accountability committee findings, proposals, and progress.

The superintendent shall follow the Colorado Department of Education time-line for reporting to parents, students, staff, community and the State Department.

The superintendent shall communicate to the community in the monthly news letter that copies of the accountability annual report may be obtained at the school district office.

The report shall contain:

a. District goals and long-range plans.

b. Results of attendance and graduation rates for all students.

c. Information from the district advisory accountability committee about         its accomplishments.

d. Student achievement information including results of college entrance         tests, and results of norm referenced tests.

e. The student dropout rates.

f. Revenues, expenditures, costs of various segments of district or school       operations and costs of programs for improvement.

g. District results from the Colorado Student Assessment Program if the         achievement and/or performance of all Colorado students in the                   selected grade(s) was measured.
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
