A staff member may transport a student or group of students in his own car for school related purposes only if he has standing authorization to do so or with special permission covering the specific trip.

Standing authorization shall be granted by the Board to school administrators, the school nurse and other student services personnel designated by the superintendent.

Special permission for providing student transportation may be granted in exceptional cases by the superintendent to other professional staff members such as coaches, music teachers and activity sponsors.  Exceptional cases shall be determined by review of the number of students traveling, costs, safety factors, distance, etc.

Personnel with permission to use their own cars for transporting students must carry liability coverage and a record of such coverage placed on file with the superintendent.
