The public schools belong to the people.  The people govern the schools under the rights guaranteed to them under the Constitution and statutes of the state of Colorado.  The people exercise their proprietorship through the elective process whereby they elect people to represent them and to determine local educational plans and policy and to establish publicly endorsed educational goals and objectives.  The Agate Board of Education functions as an agency of the public within this framework.

The Board is mindful that the people are the ultimate governors of the public system of education and that the Board is directly accountable through the elective process.  But the Board also believes that accountability is a shared responsibility involving students, teachers, and other employees, the superintendent of schools, and the people themselves, as well as the Board of Education.

The public should hold itself accountable for maintaining a vigorous interest in, concern for, and constructive criticism of the schools, for electing the most able men and women available to represent them on the Board of Education and in the state legislature and U. S. Congress, and for providing the resources necessary for the Board and staff to accomplish the publicly-endorsed goals and objectives of the school district.
