The Board of Education with the assistance of the district advisory accountability committee, shall annually prepare a progress report to the public which discloses student performance and the results of the school improvement process.

The district will report the following information to the public each year:

1. Student achievement based on the attainment of district standards.

2. School district strategies to improve student achievement in the schools.

3.
Comparisons of school district adopted content area standards with state model standards

3. Revenues, expenditures and costs of various segments of district and school operations.

4. Information from the district advisory accountability committee about its accomplishments.

5. The Board will also report on the extent to which the district has achieved its goals/objectives, and on the plan to improve educational achievement and maximize graduation rates, including an evaluation of educational decisions made during the previous year which have affected school services and processes and on achievement of the state accreditation indicators.
