The major purpose of school transportation is to get students who live as unreasonable walking distance from school to school and back in an efficient, safe, and economical manner.  Other purposes include the provision of transportation for academic field trips in direct support of the curriculum, transportation for support of the co-curricular program (athletics, music, drama, and the like) and similar purposes.

General responsibility for the transportation system is vested in the transportation coordinator.  All other people engaged in the transportation program are responsible to that administrator.

It shall be the duty of the superintendent to provide the Board with regular report and information regarding the efficiency and conduct of the transportation program.

The district shall operate its own fleet of buses and other types of vehicles as needed.

The district may submit to the voters the question of whether to impose and collect a fee for the payment of excess transportation costs in accordance with state law.  If the fee is approved, the revenues shall be deposited in the transportation fund.

The district shall waive any transportation fee resulting from such approval by the voters for any student eligible for reduced price or free lunches as determined by federal regulations.
