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It is the Board’s belief that children should be grouped for instruction in whatever way that most effective learning will take place

At times this may require grouping students in grade or course sections according to achievement levels, ability, and rate of progress.

School personnel shall make certain that every available clue as to a student’s achievement and ability is utilized in determining his placement in such groupings.  Among items which shall be considered ad: grades on permanent records, scores on standardized tests, teacher observations, temperament of the child, ability of the teacher to work with certain types of children.

The placement of a student in a ability grouping or level of a subject shall be discussed with the parent, and at high school level should be cooperatively decided by the student, parent, teacher, guidance counselor and administrator.

A student’s assignment to a group or level shall not be considered permanent.  If in the judgement of the teacher, a change is deemed advisable, the teacher shall discuss the matter with the superintendent.  Every effort shall be made to assign the student to a group in the best educational interests of the student.

If a student decides to drop a class and enroll in another, it must be done by the close of the 10th school day school is in session.  Drops after that date will be an “F” drop on their records.
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
