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The Agate School Board recognizes the importance of computers and computer education as a necessary option for the students, staff and community.  The purpose for computers are for the Central office, teachers and student use.

COMPUTER ACCESS
1.
Central and Business Office Computers - Access to the business office computer will be for only those persons approved by the superintendent.

2.
Staff and Student Computers - Students have access as directed by teaching staff.

3.
Computer use for purposes other than educational must be approved by the superintendent.

4.
Computers will be located in large access rooms for optimum usage.

COMPUTER HARDWARE PURCHASES

Computer purchases for the district shall be planned for by the superintendent.  A committee selected by  the superintendent will develop specifications for the needed equipment and receive no fewer than three bids from reputable computer companies.  The superintendent shall keep the school board apprized of the process and final approval for the equipment and purchase rests with the school board.

COMPUTER SOFTWARE PURCHASES

Restrictions:
Most software programs are protected by copyright laws.  These laws, in general, make it illegal to copy programs for use on more than one machine at a time.  The making of a backup copy is for protection of the program and is not to be used elsewhere.  Reproducing computer software without authorization violates the United States copyright laws and is a federal offense which could be subject to criminal proceedings.

The Agate School District specifically forbids the willful making, distribution or acceptance of any unauthorized copies by staff.  Software purchases which cost in excess of $100 will be considered a major curriculum purchase and will be subject to the curriculum review board.
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
