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(Senior Class Trip)

The trip taken by the senior class students and sponsor(s) shall be governed by the following guidelines:

1.
Only students who qualify as seniors, and sponsor(s) are   permitted to go on this trip.

2.
Students must meet district eligibility requirements to qualify to go on the senior trip. 

3.
Students must help earn funds for the trip.  If they are unable to put in enough hours, they may earn hours by having family or friends work for them to make up for years that they were not part of the Agate School District or for any other reason they were unable to help earn funds for the excursion.

4.
The mode of transportation will be discussed and approved by the School Board.  If the class and sponsors wish to use a school vehicle, it must be approved by the School Board after initial driver check made by the administration on the sponsor or sponsors who will be driving the vehicle.  Students will not be allowed to drive a school vehicle or their own vehicle on these trips.

5.
The school district will allow trips to be made only for destinations that the class has funds for or are willing to make up the difference for.  Any excess funds will be returned to the school district.

6.
The senior class and sponsor(s) will present information to the School Board by October of any school year.  The information shall include:

a.  Expected income

b.  A list of potential locations for the trip and

         related costs.

c.  Possible Senior Class gift projects and related    

         costs.

7.
Only after the School Board has approved the location of the trip, may any funds be expended.  Final plans shall be approved by the School Board by the regular meeting of April.

8.
Senior class members will leave from Agate and return to Agate with their sponsors.

9.
Before leaving, the seniors and parents of seniors under 18 years of age and sponsor(s) are required to sign the letter of acknowledgment (copy is attached to this policy).  Only those persons willing to sign the letter and abide by the rules stated there will be permitted to go on the trip.

10.
Senior Class trips shall be approved only to locations in the Continental United States.  Hawaii, Alaska, and the Bahamas are not in this geographical location.
