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Students shall not be permitted to take medication while at school unless such medicine is given them by a school employee designated by the superintendent acting under specific written request of the parent or guardian and under the written instructions of the student's physician. 

When such a request is made by a parent or guardian, a full release from the responsibilities pertaining to the administration and consequences of such medications also must be presented to the superintendent by the student's parent or guardian.

Students - dispensing of drugs to - liability - Any school employee who dispenses any drug, as such term is defined in section

C.R.S. 12-22-102 (11), to a student in accordance with written  instructions from a parent or legal guardian shall not be liable for damages in any civil action or subject to prosecution in any criminal proceedings for an adverse drug reaction suffered by the student as a result of dispensing such drug.
